Other Recommendation Updates 
Habitat: If it isn’t listed here, we didn’t have comments about it.
1.3 We still need to find who project managers are for the state.
1.5 Need comments. We aren’t entirely happy with this one. It should NOT conflict with salmon.
1.6 Still on hold.
1.10 This one might be low in funding priority right now.
1.13 Dave Wilderman thinks this is great in theory, difficult in practice.
1.14 Anyone have any ideas on funding?
Pesticides: Heather (and Chris) want a thorough rewrite. Heather will attend the next pesticides subcommittee meeting.
2.1 - 2.3 Not many comments.
2.4 This is undergoing heavy revision.
2.5 This one needs review in subcommittee.
2.6 Katie will work on changes to more positive language (for growers).
2.7 Tim has been working on an alternate – communication protocols. We had a discussion to clarify who is liable for issues – its on the pesticide applicator.
New – This was redundant to 2.6. We may add it in to 2.6.
New2 – This was deleted.
2.10 Was moved.
2.8 Deleted.
2.9 Left for lack of info.
2.11 Left for lack of info.
2.12 Left for now. We would like to quantify how much is available. This may need legal review, if treated seed will be treated as a treatment.
2.13-2.14 Still pending too. Review in subcommittee.
Education & Communication: No comments.
Managed Pollinator: Honey standard is still not up – this is something that may be happening at a national level, and not required for strictly Washington. We are still working on most of these. We discussed developing a list of at risk pollinators; Taylor pointed out that the Species of Greatest Conservation Need serves as that already.
Research Recommendations
5.1 General support for this one. Needs refinement.
5.8 Katie will add implementation to this.
5.11 This is from Pesticides.
5.12 Current language is inappropriate, needs rewriting.
5.13 More edits needed.
5.14 We like it.
5.16 Need fleshing out.
5.18 Throw in WSU and WDFW.
5.20 Beyond habitat recommendations, maybe expand cooperating agencies.
5.21 Meant to identify pollinator networks that impact a lot of key constituents.
5.22 This is new from a discussion that happened in the last managed pollinator subcommittee meeting.
