Pesticides Subcommittee Meeting Minutes
6/11/20 at 1:30 pm

We decided to wait to discuss the Research Required recommendations until we all have time to review the materials Allison put together for us (thank you Allison!) We did ask her some questions:
How did you come up with the numbers on the spreadsheet? That was an impossible tracing task- those numbers are a very rough estimate, and pretty much as high as they could possibly be.
The EPA has an application buffer to ensure applications never go over the limit. Aimee will find a Penn State doc about neonics going up. We don’t think the WSDA would accept treated seeds.
How much treated seed goes unplanted? (We don’t know). 
There is lots of new treated seed technology to keep dust off from happening. Allison says they are also looking at water solubility as an issue to resolve.
Katie is going to work on editing the rationale, since we’ve decided we don’t like large parts of it.
2.4 We started with this one because Mary has some updates, and may need to leave early. They are still working on this one, and the Noxious Weed Board Pollinator Committee is meeting next week and committee members are invited to attend. Katie will forward that invite to everyone.
2.1 This one needs editing. It should not be antagonistic. The WSDA does keep some of the metrics people are asking for. Katie will run it past Pesticide Mangement in the WSDA once edits have been completed again. Tim will also do some editing, and we will contact Carol when we’re done so she can review it too.
2.2 Would the WSDA like more funding? Kevin says they can currently cover all complaints and go over the number of EPA required inspections. They are looking at changes in the fine matrix, and maybe that’s something we want to focus on (higher fines for pollinator incidents). Kevin, Tim, and Katie will work on this one.
2.3 We started talking about a pollinator position on the Noxious Weed Board. Tim wants a voting member over a non-voting member. Tim and Mary will work on it.
2.4 We had a question on if there is any data on herbicide misuse. There is not any that we know of, but lots of anecdotal evidence. Heather doesn’t know anyone that massively over sprays (very expensive). This recommendation needs to be rewritten. The goal isn’t to not eradicate invasive species, but to conserve pollinator forage. We need to get rid of ‘misuse’. Heather thought that 2.3 and 2.4 are similar and combining them, or thinking about them together may help clarify what we want to accomplish.
2.5 Heather is concerned that the WSDA should not be encouraging private companies. We edited so that was not the case, more an educational thing. We also made another minor edit.
