Research Subcommittee Meeting Minutes

Note: We were renumbering these as we went.
5.1 (New 5.2) 5.18 could lead into this one. It could also be more concrete. We made a couple edits, that based on new 5.1 and current projects, WDFW will take the lead on identifying gaps and combining them into a cohesive pollinator database.
5.18 (New 5.1) Chris Looney suggested some edits. Elizabeth and Chris will work on editing this one.
5.2 (New 5.3) We may want to clarify in the Education Goals what the problems for pollinators are. Katie will look into the ICP Bees to see if this is applicable to Washington and something the WSDA and WSU can/should be involved/partner with. We don’t want to duplicate efforts if we don’t have to.
5.3 (New 5.4) We want to combine this with 5.8. Katie will review and combine the rationales (everything else is fine now.)
5.10 (New 5.5) Taylor will play with this one.
5.11 (New 5.6) Answers have been added by Allison (thank you!) The answers need to be reviewed by the pesticides subcommittee, not necessarily the research subcommittee. The group asked Allison some clarifying questions, Allison, Aimee, and Katie answered some basic knowledge questions too. For example: Many of the perennial crops grown in Washington are not grown with treated seeds. Tree fruit, most berries, and grapes are not started from seed but from grafting, and are planted as live plants in the field. Katie will remind the pesticides subcommittee to review 5.6. We also found out that unused treated seeds are either burned or exchanged with the company (which typically also burn them).
5.12 (New 5.7) Allison reworded this one. Companies are already starting to do this.
5.13 (New 5.8) Allison did some reworking, thinks it would be tough to do. Aimee, Katie, and Allison will work on it. Aimee will look into finding an ecotoxicologist who can review this.
5.14 (New 5.9) No comments – still awesome.
5.16 (New 5.11) Taylor is still working on it. He claims he now will have some more free time.
5.20 (New 5.12) Taylor will recheck. WE do want to be sure that along with abundance we also are measuring richness and fitness.
5.21 (New 5.13) What are the key pollinators in certain systems? Katie suggested that focusing on Vaccinium species would make it a little easier to compare the different ecosystems.
