4.1 We had a long discussion about this one. While Katie was trying to find a bumble bee pollination user she found a website that claimed Washington only allows bumble bees to be used in screened in areas. No one has any idea about any current laws for this (that’s why we created this recommendation after all.) Very odd. We added an implementation section. Both Katie and Sarina found bumble bee pollination users and producers to review this. We will need another meeting after they get back to us. 
4.2 Another long discussion about this one. It started with Jennifer questioning what lands would be restricted to beekeeping permits, especially in regards to differences with cattle grazing permits. (Why would one be allowed and not the other). We determined that a fantastic compromise between the need to conserve pristine areas for native pollinators and allow beekeepers to get permits on state lands, all state agencies should review their policies for giving out beekeeping permits, and make the permitting process both transparent, and easier, for beekeepers to find places they can put their bees (while clearly showing where and why they could not put them). The WSDA pollinator webpage would then eventually curate a list of state agencies beekeepers can get permits from with a brief overview of that process.
4.3 Katie added in the three options that we have previously discussed as possibilities for getting all pollinator insurance. A discussion about what exactly that would entail (plus a more rhetorical question about covering native pollinator and native pollinator habitat losses) ensued.
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
