4.3 Tim had an opinion relayed to Dave. PNW Bumble bees are not used commercially. Sarina explained that one has been developed for use (B. huntii) in California, and another native species is in development. She still has some concerns with how they are produced. Dave is happy to hear that there is a native option now. California and Oregon do not allow B. impatiens in, so we would be jumping on board with that. We decided we like it, its conservative but well written.
4.4 This is still in development, Taylor is working on it. Blue orchard bees are also let loose. This could apply to all managed pollinators, not just honey bees. We decided it may be a good idea to better understand interspecies disease spread. Katie will write that up as a research recommendation.
4.5 Should we expand this to other managed pollinators? The Houdini fly for example may be impacting mason bees. Katie will work with Annie on this. Dave is also going to check with his insurance.
Jennifer hasn’t posted her honey standard recommendation yet, she’s been too busy with her bees (she jumped in after the meeting had already finished.)
